An Urgennt Appeal

To the international public opinion,
As you may know, the Sahrawi political prisoners have started an open-ended hunger strike protesting against their terrible conditions and  the fake trials against them by the Moroccan regime because of their political opinions calling for the independence of Western Sahara.

This hunger strike is in its fifth week, which has made the Sahrawi political prisoners in a critical health status. Among the prisoners, there are human rights defenders whose terms range from 3 to 5 years imprisonment. 

I am a sister of one of these detainees whose name is Amidane Elouali, born in 1986 in El Aaiun, W.S. Elouali was arrested earlier in 2005 and termed to a year imprisonment. He was among a group  of 37 Sahrawi detainees going on hunger strike for 51  days. He was subjected to an intestine medical operation during the hunger strike. He was also abducted and tortured on several occasions by the Moroccan security forces ending up in his fake trial for five years of prison on October 12th , 2006.

Elouali Amidane, member of the CODESA, is participating in this hunger strike from his Agricultural Prison in Taroudant, a city about 70 kilometres away from Agadir, Morocco, protesting against his conditions and in solidarity with his comrades in the Black Prison in El Aaiun, W.S. and the other prisons in Morocco.

The Moroccan authorities paid no significant attention to this hunger strike although Elouali is in an individual cell without any medical care and his losing consciousness many times without being taken to hospital. Moreover, the Moroccan ministry of Justice has not yet started any dialogue with him.

Therefore, I appeal all the human rights defenders and non-governmental organisations to exert pressure on Morocco in order to find a solution and prevent a misery that is going to happen in the Moroccan prisons if the Moroccan state continues to ignore the hunger strikers’ rights.
